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Abstract: This study aimed at improving social interaction and reducing
self-injurious behavior among a group of autistic children. The sample of
this study consisted of (12) autistic children, their mothers and their
teachers. The children were between (4) and (6) years of age (mean age=
5.6; SD= 0.85)They were randomly assigned into an experimental group
and a control one; each of which consisted of (6) subjects. To collect data,
the autistic child inventory (Adel Abdullah, 2003), social interaction
inventory (prepared by the researcher) and self-injurious behavior
inventory (Zeinab Shogqeir. 2006) were used. Results indicated that the
program was effective in improving social interaction and reducing self-
injurious behavior among the participants in the experimental group
compared to their counterparts in the control one. The durability of the
program was evidenced through the absence of statistically significant
differences.
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
