Abstract

The present study aimed at identifying the clinical picture of identity
disturbance in borderline and antisocial personalities . The study sample
consisted of (430) students; (250 females, 180 males) from the first grades
at Faculty of Education, New Valley University. The study used Borderline
Personality Inventory prepared by Abd Elrakeeb Ahmed Elbeheary. the
antisocial behavior questionnaire prepared by Visser, Ashton & Pozzebon
(2012) (translated by the researcher), identity disturbance scale prepared by
Wilkinson-Ryan & Westen (2000) (translated by the researcher) and Sax
test. The study has found a statistically significant correlation between
dimensions of identity disturbance (role absorption, lack of normative
commitment, lack of coherence, lack of consistency, diffusion, lack of
continuity) and borderline personality disorder. The study has also found
significant differences between borderline and antisocial personality in all
dimensions of identity disturbance except lack of normative commitment.
The study has also found that the clinical picture of identity disturbance in
antisocial Personality is characterized by a negative identity where as
borderline personality is characterized by a negative, lack of consistent,
lack of coherence, lack of continuity and diffuse identity.
