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Abstract:

The main objective of the study is to determine the role of self-
efficacy as an intermediating variable in the relationship of perceived
violence and behavioural disorders among orphans with special
circumstances (unknown parentage) in Riyadh city, this study examined the
statistically significant relationship between perceived violence and
behavioural disorders among orphans with unknown parentage in Riyadh
city. The time limit for this study was from January 2017 to April 2018. In
addition, the sample were (n=99), the researcher used tow instruments a
scale of behavioural disorders prepared by: Hanoura (1998) , a scale of
self-efficacy prepared by: the researcher (2017), a scale of perceived
violence prepared by Almoshawah (2015). To verify these assumptions
.The study reached the following results: there is a statistically significant
relationship between perceived violence and behavioural disorders among
orphans with unknown parentage in Riyadh city;There are statistically
significant differences among the members of the study sample on the
scale and type of behavioural disorders due to demographic and personal
variables (sex-age-educational level). Moreover, behavioural disorders are
much higher in female than males, and behavioural disorders have also
emerged far greater in the age group of 19 to 21 years than the other two
age groups in the study from 13 to 15 years and 16 to 18 year.The study
also found that behavioural disorders are more apparent when factors of
perceived violence and behavioural disorders differ before and after the
elimination of the impact of self-efficacy factors of the study sample. There
is a predictive ability for both self-efficacy and perceived violence of
behavioural disorders among orphans of unknown parentage in Riyadh
city, Saudi Arabia, where the results show that perceived violence
contributes to the prediction of behavioural disorders
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
