Psychometric properties of the Big Five Questionnaire for Children
(BFQ-C) in an Egyptian sample in late childhood Stage

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Abstract

The primary aim of the current study was to investigate the psychometric
properties of the Big Five Questionnaire for Children (BFQ-C), a recently
developed self-report measure for assessing the basic personality dimensions
of extraversion, agreeableness, conscientiousness, emotional instability, and
openness to experience (Barbaranelli, Caprara, Rabasca & Pastorelli, 2003),
in a sample of Egyptian children in late childhood stage. The sample
consisted of (953) children referred from primary and preparatory schools in
Mansoura city, (472) are males (MA.11.216, SD.0.617) and (481) are
females (MA.11.193, SD.0.662). Results of the study showed that the factor
analysis of the BFQ-C yielded five-factor structure, which was largely in
keeping with the hypothesized big five factors for measuring the personality
of children . Further, the reliability (internal consistency) of the BFQ-C
appeared satisfactory. Finally, evidence was also found for the validity of the
BFQ-C. That is, meaningful correlations were existed between BFQ-C
personality facltors, on the one hand, and Eysenck’s personality dimensions
on the other .
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
