Abstract .

' Thc Study aims to 1nvestlgate the contnbutlon of text type,

the emotionality of text and reading self concept in' attitude
. towards reading English. Language to the students of the first
stage of secondary school. And determme the influence of gender
and academic specialization and the. mteractlon between them in
. attitude towards reading English language. And determine the
differences between first and third students of secondary school
in attitude towards readmg Engllsh language. The sample
consisted of (300) students (male & female). The study used the
scale of attitude towards reading English language, scale of
reading self concept, text type tasks and tasks of emotionality of
text, the study used regression analysis, ANOVA, and T. test.

The results of the study demonstrated that:

1- Reading self concept only can contribute in attitude
towards reading English Language.

2- There is omly a significant influence to academic
specialization in attitude towards reading English
language. -

3- There is a significant differences between first and third
students of secondary school in favor of the third students
of secondary school in attitude towards reading English
‘language.
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
